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Fusionõs Rocket Movie Server is as easy to install and use as a standard DVD 

player, however there are a few ways to hook it up, depending on the 

components you have in your entertainment system.  Take a moment to 

familiarize yourself with all the optionsê 
 

 

The movie server is an HDMI based product, which means that the main cable 

outputs both video & audio together,  in up to 1080p beautiful resolution and 

Dolby 5.1 surround sound.   Weõll cover the following:

HDMI cables offer the highest quality sound and picture for getting movies 

onto your television.  These cables carry both the audio & the video making 

them a great choice for simple and clean connections and up to 1080p high 

definition resolution.  

 

If your television or receiver doesnõt support HDMI donõt worry, weõll cover 

that later. (Your TV must support  720p or higher ð older standard definition 

TVs are not supported)

One way is to simply plug your HDMI 

cable from the Rocket Movie Server to 

your television.

Since both sound & picture come across 

the same cable, you are all done!  In this 

scenario the audio comes from the TV.  
 

The other way to setup your HDMI is to 

connect it directly to your receiver.  

There is a second HDMI cable that then 

runs from the receiver to the TV. 

 

By connecting your system this way, the 

sound is controlled by the receiver, but 

the video is passed through to the TV.

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Your Rocket system is a hard drive based server with the ability store all your 

DVDs as well as play them back. 

 

When placing the system in your RV, it is important to remember that thought 

should be given to providing adequate ventilation.   All server based products 

will generate some heat and will require some ventilation.  

 

 

 
 

 

 

 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

 

 

 

 

The entire system has been engineered to be as quiet as possible; 

however it is important to understand that this is both a player and 

a powerful server.  The system will therefore still emit some minor 

fan sounds especially under load during video playback and care 

must be given to  keep the unit cool and well ventilated.

To power down the unit touch the 

front power button to allow a proper 

shutdown.

Now itõs time to power up the system to begin initial setup, the unit will 

default to the movie mode screen showing movie cover  art, typically new 

systems have one test movie on them unless you have had 

your movies pre-loaded by Fusionõs movie loading service.

Set Video Options:  
 

Audio Mode : Only one mode is supported on the  system at a time 

(unless a special adapter is used); please see the example above to 

choose the appropriate audio mode. 

 

Rating : You can set the maximum rating on each zone so that no titles 

will be displayed that are above the limit you set on the individual zone.  

If you choose to limit a zoneõs rating, you can use a password to 

temporarily remove the limit (as explained elsewhere in this manual).

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Setting Rating:  
 

You can set a rating limit by selecting the maximum rating shown in the setup 

section under òSet Video Optionsó as seen below.  When a rating is selected 

(for example the rating òPG-13ó) once saved, no movies with a rating above 

PG-13 will be seen in the interface in that particular zone.  The default setting

Menu window shown has many additional functions  
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Set Screen Options : 

 

Include setting the output resolution (720p, 1080i or 1080p),   

You may reset video to 720p at anytime by pressing and holding the òexitó 

key for 10 seconds this can be helpful if the incorrect resolution is selected 

and you no longer have a video output to view.  

 

Unit must be re -booted for resolution change to take effect.  

 

When using the Fusion component adapter (FR-COM), only use 720p or 

1080i (typically displays cannot handle 1080p component)  
 

Setting IP Address:  
 

Fusion products ship with IP settings set to DHCP for initial ease of installation 

and setup, we do however recommend that you set all Fusion components to 

static IP addresses for greatest reliability.   

 

It is import to know your routerõs IP address as well as its DHCP range, which is 

the series of numbers or IP addresses that the router will assign all devices on 

its network that are set to DHCP.   See the example below for a correctly 

configured IP setting. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

When operating the system, if you cannot connect to the online movie 

database the likely problem will be that you do not have the default gateway 

or DNS settings properly entered. 
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Once a disc is in the system, the unit will need 30 seconds to retrieve 

the movie information from Fusionõs online movie database. 

 

 

The 2 ways to load movies onto your Rocket Movie Serverê 

 

1. Using the disc drive (included with the unit)  

2. Using a laptop without a network  (for Windows PC) 
 

 

DVDs donõt actually have any movie information or cover art on them; they 

only have a numerical identification code.  The Rocket Movie Server is able to 

catalog and provide this movie information by contacting the Fusion online 

database when the disc is loaded.  Once loaded the information is 

permanently saved and stored onto your system.    

 

Since Internet access is limited when you are on the road, the system allows 

three different ways to load your movies depending on what works best for 

you. 
 

 

1. Using the  disc drive:   Best Method when pre-loading at home or when 

an Internet connection is available for the Rocket Movie Server in the RV. 
 

 

The DVD drive included with the Rocket Movie Server connects directly to the 

back of the unit using USB type connectors (two), one is for power and the 

other is for data.  Movies are loaded directly from the drive to the server, 

however for automated cataloging and movie information, the system must 

be able to be òonlineó.    

 

The server should be connected directly to a home network or to a network in 

the RV, which has access to the Internet.  Broadband is not required as only a 

very small amount of data is required to catalog the movie.   For best results 

the server should be connected to the network prior to powering up th e unit.  

Once the server is fully powered up (approximately 1 minute), place a DVD 

into the drive and select the red òrecordó button. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Press the red òrecordó button to 

load a movie onto the system 
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The next screen that you will see will be the detail screen, which will be the 

information about the movie that was pull from the Fusion online database.  If 

you donõt have Internet access you can still load the movie, but you will not have 

cover art and movie data. 
 
 
 

 
 

Once the disc has been recognized (30 seconds) you will be presented with this  import screen 

 

 

 

 

By selecting òImport disc ó you acknowledge that you own the material that 

you are loading onto the system.  The Fusion media server should be seen as 

an archive of media that you own and should never be used otherwise. 

 

Selecting ò7-Day Import ó will automatically purge the movie from your 

archive after one week.  This option can be very helpful for movies you want 

to view on your system, but would prefer to not keep long -term. 

 

Disc loading can vary from 20 to 30 minutes depending on the length of the 

movie and its condition.  Scratched movies and take twice as long as discs, 

which are in new condition, as the disc drive must slow down to read a 

damaged or scratched disc. 

 

Selecting òPlay Discó is for playing the disc in the drive without loading it first.  

If you donõt see this option on your system, you should contact Fusion support 

to see if your model can have this feature turned on. 
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2. Using a laptop without a network:  Best Method when you are on the 

road and only have wireless Internet access on your laptop (no network 

is necessary) for Windows 7, XP, or Vista  
 

This method works very well when you have parked in an area that has a Wi-Fi 

hotspot so that you have Internet access available on your laptop.  No 

network is required; you will use the special crossover cable included with the 

system to connect your laptop to the Rocket Movie Sever. 

 

Then download the Fusion Import Utility from the companyõs website 

www.fusionrd.com, go to the RV section where you will find the utility, which 

you can download onto your laptop.   You then need to configure your laptop 

and the Rocket server to be on the same network connection. 
 

First you will need to set a static IP for your Rocket server to the configuration 

shown below.  Open the Player Setup window by pressing + on the left side of 

the remote.
